Potential for "LaRonde-Type" Gold Deposit at Comtoi s:  

Sulphides-Rich intervals (VMS) Discovered 
approximate to known Gold Zones 

 
MONTREAL, QUEBEC -- January 22, 2007 - Maudore Minerals Limited (TSX VENTURE: MAO) 
is pleased to announce further results from its 2006 exploration program at Comtois, near Lebel-
Sur-Quevillon, Quebec. The drilling and exploration program still underway at Comtois led to the 
discovery of broad intervals of Sulphide Mineralization (Volcanogenic Massive Sulphides, 
commonly called VMS) 80m North of the known Gold Zones.  
 
Alain Carrier, M.Sc., P.Geo. [independent qualified person (QP) from InnovExplo] stated that: 
"The geological features (lithologies, alterations, styles of mineralization) currently documented 
on the Property clearly indicate similarities and potential for a "LaRonde-Type" gold deposit." 
The LaRonde  gold deposit, also located in the Abitibi greenstone belt, is a polymetallic producer 
(gold and zinc with some silver and copper) with 5.2 M oz of Gold  in Reserves (as of Dec. 31st, 
2005; Source: Agnico-Eagle web site).  The Doyon-Bousquet-LaRonde gold district has 
produced or contains reserves totalling about 15 million ounces. 
 
Ronald Shorr, President/CEO of Maudore Minerals stated "any similarity to LaRonde both 
increases Comtois’ size potential and make it easier to find additional gold.  This type of 
mineralization is much more responsive to geophysical techniques (i.e. magnetometers) than 
our present gold resource.” 
 
The known Comtois high-grade Gold Deposit  is divided into two main zones: the Osborne and 
Bell Zones. The current total for the Inferred Resource  reaches 808,000 t @ 20.2 g/t Au  
(uncut), for 524,000 oz Au  (Source: May 2002 Technical Report of Roscoe Postle and 
Associates).  
 
 
Drilling Results  
 
Two E-W oriented holes (COM-06-113 and COM-06-126) have been drilled North of the Bell 
Gold Zones testing Massive Sulphide (VMS) potential and targeting a N-S oriented conductor 
(2006 InfiniTEM results).  
 
1.) Recent Drill hole COM-06-126  target is the result of the down-hole geophysical survey 
(InfiniTEM) conducted in previous hole COM-06-113. The new hole, COM-06-126, cut 
impressive intervals of 16.7m (from 260.6m to 277.3m) and 28.1 m (from 372.75m to 400.8m) of 
Sulphide Mineralization  (including Massive Sulphides intervals) in highly altered volcanic 



rocks. Massive Sulphides cut in drill hole COM-06-126 are located 80m North of the Bell no.4 
Zone. 
 
Hole COM-06-126 best intervals include: 

·  0.5m grading 3.94 g/t Au  from a quartz-carbonate-chlorite-pyrite veinlet (from 61.0m to 
61.5m); 

·  1.5m interval of Semi-Massive Sulphide  grading 1.1% Zn  (from 265.5m to 267.0m). 
 
2.) Drill Hole COM-06-113  had also cut impressive intervals of 36.85m and 5.0m of Sulphide 
Mineralization  (including Massive Sulphides intervals) in highly altered volcanic rocks with 
alteration mineral assemblage similar to those from the "Bousquet-LaRonde" area (including 
garnet-rich intervals). Massive Sulphides cut in drill hole COM-06-113 are located 140m North of 
the Bell no.4 Zone. 
 
Bell Area Geological Setting under Review  
 
The Bell area geological setting and the optimal drilling angle are currently under review 
considering the recent drilling results obtained only 80m and 140m North of it. Furthermore, a 
new geophysical investigation (down-hole InfiniTEM surveys) will be carried out on the Bell area 
covering both the Massive Sulphides and the Bell Gold Zones. This geological revision may 
have a positive impact on the potential for additional resources in the Bell area. 
 
Other Massive Sulphides Targets  
 
Maudore will keep a clear focus on targeting gold at Comtois but will also test other potential 
Massive Sulphides (VMS) areas recently generated with the new VTEM helicopter-borne 
geophysical survey. Future VMS areas could well be primarily gold-containing zones.  Two 
brand new targets located on unexplored Comtois property, respectively 2.5km and 3.0km North 
of the Bell Zones, will be tested by diamond drilling. 
 
Potential in the eastern extension of the Osborne Zones is also under revision. In this last area, 
drill hole COM-95-10, eleven years ago, cut: 12.9 g/t Au, 0.4% Cu and 1.1% Zn over 1.5m  
(from 258.8m to 260.3m) and 1.1% Zn over 4.5m  (from 279.5m to 284.0m) included within a 
broader interval of 0.3% Zn over 64.2m (from 258.8m to 323.0m). 
 

 



 
 

 
 
Quality Assurance and Quality Control (QA/QC) 
 
The Comtois exploration and drilling program is supervised by Mr. Alain Carrier, M.Sc., P.Geo., and Ms. 
Christine Beausoleil, B.Sc., P.Geo., from InnovExplo: a Consulting Firm in Mines and Exploration based in 
Val-d'Or (Quebec). Mr. Carrier and Ms. Beausoleil are Qualified and Independent Persons as defined 
under Regulation 43-101 guidelines. Sampled core was sawed in half with one half sent to a commercial 
laboratory and the other half retained for future reference. A strict QA/QC program is followed which 
includes mineralized standards, blank and field duplicate. Analyses were performed by ALS-Chemex - 
Chimitec and by Bourlamaque laboratories, both in Val-d'Or (Quebec). 
 
About Maudore Minerals 
 
Maudore Minerals Limited is a Canadian exploration company listed on the TSX Venture Exchange under 
the symbol MAO, and the Frankfurt Stock Exchange under the symbol M6L. 
 
In June 2006 Maudore initiated a drilling program to delineate and increase the gold resource on its 
Comtois property in Quebec. Given the region’s prolific gold production, large mining-skilled workforce, 
geopolitical security, and superior financial incentives for exploration, Maudore management believes that 



Quebec is the most favourable jurisdiction for any mining property. A $1.37 million financing completed in 
July 2006 supports the current program. Maudore intends to spend sizeable additional amounts on the 
Comtois and other future targets in the Province. 
 
The goals of the current program are: a sizeable increase in the known resource (808,000 tonnes), 
currently estimated at 524,000 ounces of gold (uncut); reconfirmation of the high grade nature of the 
Comtois, currently estimated at 20.2 grams per ton (uncut); and the exploration of mineralized extensions 
of the deposit, which remains open in all directions and at depth. These estimates are derived from a N.I. 
43-101 compliant report produced by Roscoe Postle in 2002, filed on SEDAR on December 17, 2003, and 
available on Maudore’s website.
